Dear Gentlemen:

In response to your letters of April 15 and 16, 1999 respectively, the Conservancy staff
has horored your request to continue the hearing on the Cost Analysis and the Access Program
now scheduled for May, 1999 to June 24, 1999 and will provide its draft staff report to each of
you 30 days prior to that hearing. Moreover, in the event either one or both of your clients
choose to timely terminate the settiement agreement prior to that hearing, the Conservancy staff
would not schedule any subsequent hearing prior to October, 1999. Beyond that understanding,
we have no further agreement to extend any of the dates set forth in the Amendment to the
Settlement Agreement. Any such agreement would have to be formalized in a new amendment
executed by all parties to the Agreement.

Please also be advised that under Paragraph IV. 5 of the Settlement Agreement, Mr.
Wildman has an obligation to provide the Conservancy with two fully executed applications to
the Coastal Commission within 10 days of the June 24, 1999 hearing.

Finally, since forwarding executed copies of the Amendment to you, I have not received
the 3 executed copies to which my clients are entitled. Would you please forward them to me as
soon as possible.
