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Site Amenities and Management Plan

The Mountains Recreation and Conservation Authority (MRCA) agrees to the following:
Hours of Operation
· Sunrise until one hour after sunset, year-round per Coastal Commission (until 10pm per City of Malibu).  Note: Walt to confirm parking hours along PCH. 
· No lifeguard will be on duty at this site.  This site will be incorporated into regular daily ranger patrols by MRCA. [How many times per day? Different in summer?]

Restrooms - Maintenance: Weekly and Semi-Weekly
· Two water closets, at least one ADA accessible.
· Hours of operation:  same as beach, controlled by automatic electronic lock.
· Option 1, Permanent toilet: MRCA will hire and oversee contractor to handle regular pumping, maintenance, and repair as necessary.  Winter: semi-weekly cleaning of water closet interior an outdoor sinks.  Summer: daily cleaning of water closet interior an outdoor sinks. [How often?]
· Option 2, Portable toilet: MRCA will oversee contractor to ensure weekly pumping/maintenance or replacement of portable toilets during winter, semi-weekly in summer. [How often?]

Recycling and Trash - Maintenance: Daily
· Daily removal of trash and recycling (five 55-gal receptacles for each), and relocation of trash cans as necessary.
· Removal of beach litter. [How often and by whom?]

Site Furnishings - Maintenance: Minimal
· Permanent seating is designed into the plan as concrete seat walls.  Seat walls will include skateboard deterrents.  Minimal maintenance required.
· Flexible furnishings, including tables, chairs, and umbrellas, may be provided by a concessionaire. Concessionaire will assume the sole responsibility of placement and secure storage of furnishings.
· Permanent shade structures are included in the design and will be analyzed for their effect on the viewshed.  Materials are to be determined. Minimal maintenance will be required.
· Self-contained water fountain or bottle filler will be included.  MRCA to oversee regular maintenance and repairs. Minimal maintenance will be required. [Can we do a drinking fountain without a tank?]
· Foot shower included in design, and will not connect to sanitary.  MRCA will oversee maintenance and repairs.  Minimal maintenance will be required.
· Permanent in-ground bike racks will be provided to accommodate a limited number of bicycles (15-20?).  MRCA will oversee maintenance and repairs, including the removal of derelict bicycles.

Lighting - Maintenance: Minimal
· Low-level path lighting (e.g., in-ground, along stairs and seat walls) will be provided for public safety and way-finding.  
· Long-life, low voltage, solar-powered LED lamps will minimize maintenance and costs over the life of the project.
Gates - Maintenance: None
Due to the permeable edges of the site, gates are unlikely to prevent people from entering the beach after hours, as observed in similar sites, such as XX and XX.[Insert good local examples.]  Therefore, the plan will not include gates.

Signage - Maintenance: Minimal
Signage will be provided to indicate areas of public access, hours of operation, public safety issues, and emergency information.  Additional interpretive signage may be provided to indicate nearby public access points. Materials: TBD.

Concessionaire
Any concessionaire will assume responsibility for the following:
· Placement and secure storage of temporary site furnishings,
· Daily litter removal from area of operation. [Can we insure this in concessionaire contract?]
Other
Graffiti removal: MRCA will monitor site for graffiti regularly and oversee its removal as necessary.

Building
· A small (100 sf) building will be constructed to house restrooms and site storage.
Materials
· Ipe is the preferred wood for the marine environment and will be specified for deck areas. It resists rot, withstands high foot traffic, and has a lifetime of at least 25 years in similar sites (e.g, Atlantic City Boardwalk).  
· Concrete requires little maintenance and will be specified for ramps, stairs, seat walls and additional paving.
· Stainless steel: Stainless steel requires little maintenance and resists corrosion from salt, wind, sun and water.  Stainless steel will be specified for rails, fixtures, furnishings, housing, and miscellaneous ornamental metals.
