· Any widening of the access area at Lot I by any OTD would be used for  privacy landscaping  and security purposes only.  Any OTD  area would fall under MEHOA’s CC&Rs 

· Consideration to be given to changing the course of the OTD to allow building a route below the ridge line of the Bertinelli property so that the public will more directly access the beach visitor area near Lot 142,  Lot I at the lower half will be closed to the public and marked for MEHOA resident use only..
· No removal of the cypress trees growing along the existing path of Lot I.
· Landscaping would be designed by MEHOA and the MRCA to buffer all neighbors along Lot I without infringing on the private rights of tract owners.
· There will be no public toilet facilities on Lot I  or on any area nearby.
·  No plans will be submitted to the Coastal Commission for any development without the mutual agreement of  MEHOA and MRCA. All improvements would comply with all laws requiring impact reports, permits, governmental approvals or other review.
· No commercial activities of any kind will be conducted on any MRCA owned properties or on any easement ways.

· Access gates would be open from 8 am to sunset except at West Sea Level (“WSL”), where the gate would open at 9 am.  The parties acknowledged that the entry area to WSL containing the vehicle and pedestrian gates are owned by others- not the MRCA- and that consents would be required for access to WSL. MEHOA would arrange this if all else was agreed.
· No alcoholic beverages would be permitted on the numbered lots owned by the MRCA (easement lots such as Lot I are not to be used for public drinking, but residents may carry beverages between privately owned areas).

· No launching of motorized water craft.  Non-motorized watercraft such as kayaks to be permitted. 
· All private property rights to be honored.  
· Signage agreed to by both parties to direct visitors to public visitor area,  guiding visitors to respect the environmentally sensitive habitat and sea life, and to warn visitors to keep noise levels reduced because passing into a private, residential neighborhood. 
· No trespassing permitted on private property.

· No fires.
· No camping or overnight stays.

· No firearms.

· No littering.  (Waste containers not permitted on sand areas or where visible to beach.)

· No dogs permitted except for resident dogs licensed by MEHOA.  All dogs to be cleaned up after by their owners.
· Two handicapped parking spaces to be planned upon on East Sea Level (“ESL”) or WSL..  These spaces may float so long as they are not too far from access areas.
· Sheriff rather than MRCA rangers to respond to calls for help.

· MEHOA to be fully insured by MRCA, State.

Paul Moribito, the former chair of the Conservancy, specifically agreed to the location of the mean high tide line as the northern most public access area along the eastern half of tract. This preserves the privately owned lots in that area from encroachment by public access on privately owned lots dedicated only to resident use. He is available to confirm this if necessary (this goes to the claim of public use of the private 50’ and 25” easements north of the mean high tide line.

Assuming the above agreements could be reaffirmed, I believe the only remaining significant issues are the following:

· Procedure for changes to the plan

· Control of vehicle access (including handicapped)

· Management by MEHOA (no ranger patrol or enforcement unless requested)
· Future use of lateral easements other than I, WSL,ESL
· Repairs/maintenance standards and cost allocations

· Improvement/expansion limitations and standards
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
