First, the
harsh ocean environment has badly battered the existing facility, creating an urgent need
for renovation or reconstruction. Second, the facility was simply toe small, with precious
litfle space dedicated for educational purposes. The olil Sea Center could eapture only a
timy f‘r_ag;twn of the two miilion annual visitors to Stearsis Wharf, and demand by school
ﬂmupb'waa far’ hi gher than could be accommodated. Finally, the Nature Conservancy
decided o tirm ity adj aceut facility on Steams Wharf over to the Museum, providing an
extraordinary opportunity to reconstruct and expand th = Sea Center.

The Museum’s Board of Trustees plans to create a facility that will allow for more
extensive educational programs for both K-12 students and the general public on marine
environments and the Santa Barbara Channel in particular. The board embarked upon a
$6.5 million campaign, which grew to $8.1 million to cover the unexpected requirement
of reconstructing the wharf itself. The fund-raising carapaign currently has surpassed the
original $6.5 million. A grant of $350,000 from the Cc: ustrll Consewancy weuld be a
great help in reaching the required $8.1 million.
