A little over a year ago, 
MLF’s wildlife biologist and I visited the property in response to a request from the 
landowner for help in dealing with the resident mountain lion.  
As the outskirts of Santa Rosa expand on the other side of the mountain, destroying or 
fragmenting historic wildlife habitat, the deer herds are frequenting the property in 
greater numbers and subsequently attracting mountain lions. 
One lion in particular kept visiting the landowner’s barn as it provided an ideal 
observation and hunting location for the deer that watered in the nearby stream. 
Property of this size and location are invaluable in maintaining the connectivity that is 
imperative for maintaining sustainable mountain lion populations.
