I write to you today on behalf of the Mattole Salmon Group in full support of the Mattole
River and Range Partnership, Phase II and its goal of restoring key habitat in the Mattole
River headwaters.

The Mattole River has inspired consistent community-based stewardship for over 25
years. With the Mattole River and Range Partnership (MRRP) the divide between local
landowners, restorationists and state and federal agencies has been bridged making our
efforts more efficient and effective. As a result, we have successfully completed the
MRRP Phase I, including restoration projects in all corners of the watershed, and a
Watershed Plan to help guide further efforts.

Phase II of the Mattole River and Range Partnership has been designed to restore critical
habitat in the headwaters of the Mattole River. Fisheries monitoring performed
throughout the watershed has shown that the headwaters provides spawning and rearing
habitat for all three Mattole salmonids. This is especially true for coho, which are most
frequently found oversummering in this area of the watershed. Additionally, the
headwaters provide critical spawning and rearing habitat for native Mattole Chinook, a
population undiluted by major interbasin hatchery transfers.

In order to restore this important resource the Mattole River and Range Partnership,
Phase II will continue to address the needs outlined in the CDFG Coho Recovery Plan,
Mattole River Watershed Assessment Report, and the TMDL Technical Support
