The North Group, Redwood Chapter, Sierra Club has been deeply concerned for over 40 years with the
health of the natural environment of the north coast, with its forestlands, streams, and Humboldt Bay.
As Conservation Chair of the North Group, I should like to express our wholehearted support for
authorization of Redwood Region Audubon Society to accept the Offer to Dedicate (OTD) an open-
space easement over the 15 acres of land adjacent to Humboldt Bay known as Parcel 4.

The Redwood Region Audubon Saciety (RRAS) has applied to the California Coastal
Conservancy to accept an open space easement from the City of Eureka for fifteen
acres of coastal land adjacent to Humboldt Bay. The two parcels are known collectively
as "Parcel 4". The dedication originated in a 1991 agreement between the Coastal
Conservancy and the City wherein the City would dedicate Parcel 4 as open space if it
failed to develop it within ten years.

The RRAS has wurked with various organizations to route trails appropriately for wildlife
observation and protection. RRAS will strive to assist the City in the appropriate open
space development of Parcel 4 including trails, wildlife observation locations, remaoval of
debris and wildlife habitat protection.

The Trails Trust of Humboldt Bay was formed in July 2004 for the purpose of both
advocating and educating the community about potential projects for trail development
and to raise necessary funds for the planning and permitting stages. Our goal is to
partner with government, business and existing non-profits to get the trails started. Our
desire is to help our community discover, learn about and enjoy the unique attributes of
the region, particularly around Humboldt Bay and at the same time generate public
support for these projects.

We wish to go on record in overwhelming support of the Redwood Region Audubon
Society's efiorts ta acquire the easement for Parcel 4 in the interest of cleaning the site
up and making it a wonderful place for both people and wildlife. This unique piecs of
waterfront property is a much neglected part of our bay and could be an asset rather
than a dismal liability.

There are currently limited possibilities for people to easily access Humboldt Bay. The
Trails Trust is continually looking for ways to help the public become more familiar with
the bay, with the primary long-term goal of fostering bay stewardship. The RRAS
easement Parcel 4 is an extraordinary opportunity to fulfill both the RRAS and The Trails
Trust's goals.
