I am pleased to express my strong support for the Napa County Regional Park and Open
Space District's request for a grant of $1,650,000 from the San Francisco Bay Program of
the State Coastal Conservancy to assist in the acquisition and improvement of 673 acres
of open space in the Moore Creek watershed.

The requested grant is for the type of project the voters expected when they approved

I urge your support for a $1.65 million grant to the Napa County Regional Park and Open Space District
to assist in the acquisition and improvement of 673 acres of open space in the Moore Creek watershed.

The grant will assist the District imp1ement severa1 natural resource and recrea.tion priorities adopted in
Napa Cotmty's General Plan, the priorities of the San Francisco Bay Program, and the purposes of
Proposirion 84.

With 772 acres of adjacent open space protected through conservation easements and 2,800 acres of
watershed owned by the City of Napa, the acquisition will ensure the preservation of valuable contiguous
habitat in an area of high biodiversity. It ensures the protection of three miles of Moore Creek, and much
of the Moore Creek watershed.

The acquisition also provides for nature-based recreation in an area of exceptional scenic beauty close to
where most Napa residents live and work. Visitors will be able to access new campgrounds and miles of
trails. The property has 2.8 miles oftraiJs and the potential for an additional 3.5 miles on-site. If
developed, these trails will open up 3.7 miles of trails on adjacent public land not currently accessible to
the public. This will serve as a criricallink in the proposed Napa Crest Trail. which is identified as a
priority in the Recreation and Open Space Element of Napa County's General Plan.

On behalf of The Land Trust of Napa County, I would like to add our support for the Napa County
Regional Park and Open Space District's application for a grant of$I,650,000 to assist in the acquisition
and improvement of 673 acres of open space in the Moore Creek watershed.

This is an exciting acquisition. This property was identified as a high priority area for biodiversity
through a countywide analysis conducted on behalf of The Land Trust in 2003. It includes a richly
diverse mixture of Douglas fir and oak woodlands, grasslands, riparian habitat, rock outcrops and
chaparral. Our organization holds conservation easements on 772 acres of adjacent open space. The
proposed acquisition will, in combination with those easement-protected properties and an additional
2,800 of City of Napa-owned watershed lands, ensure the preservation of a significant area of core
habitat.

The property shares nearly one mile of boundary along Moore Creek with the properties over which
The Land Trust holds conservation easements. Acquisition of this property is critical to preserving water
quality in Moore Creek, which flows into Lake Hennessey and provides drinking water to City of Napa
residents.

The Land Trust appreciates the opportunity to work with the new Park and Open Space District on a
project that will provide for public access and public use. We look forward to partnering with the District
to create opportunities for public recreation that cannot be undertaken by a private land trust.

The Napa County Resource Conservation District encourages you to support the Napa
County Regional Park and Open Space District application for a 50% matching grant
of $1,650,000 to assist in the protection and improvement of the Moore Creek
watershed.

Our Resource Conservation District has been working for many years to assist private
and public land managers in the conservation of natural resources, protection of water
quality, and restoration of riparian habitats in Napa County. The proposed acquisition
of 673 acres in the Moore Creek watershed will mark a significant step forward in
achieving these goals.

Moore Creek is a major tributary flowing in to Lake Hennessey, which is the main
source of drinking water for City of Napa residents. As a perennial creek, it supports a
healthy population of rainbow trout, and provides valuable habitat for numerous
species of birds, mammals and amphibians. The proposed acquisition includes 2.2
miles of perennial creek, is on the boundary of another 0.8 miles of perennial creek,
and also includes 1.2 miles of intermittent creek. Overall, it contains three miles of
high quality riparian habitat characterized by dense stands of white alder, maple and
buckeye. In combination with conservation-easement protected properties
immediately to the west, this acquisition will ensure the permanent protection of most
of the Moore Creek watershed.

The acquisition of this property, and its operation as an open space park with overnight
camping, will also provide a unique opportunity for youth-oriented environmental
education. Such opportunities are sorely lacking in Napa County.

I urge your support of the Napa County Regional Park and Open Space District's
request.

Weare excited about both the natural resource protection and outdoor recreational opportunities
which the requested grant will support.

The Napa Valley District of the Boy Scouts of America enthusiastically supports
the request of the Napa County Regional Park and Open Space District for a grant
of $1,650,000 to assist in the creation of the 673 acre Moore Creek Open Space
Park.

Napa County is very deficient in places where Napa Valley District Mount Diablo
Silverado Council Boy Scouts of all levels from Cubs to Venture Explorers as well
as Learning for Life members and can hike, camp and learn outdoor skills. The
proposed Moore Creek Open Space Park is a great opportunity for addressing this
deficiency in a location which is wild and scenic yet close to where our scouting
families live.

With
this acquisition, only a 4,000 foot gap in public and land trust owned properties or
rights of way will remain in creating a 25 mile trail through the mountains east of the
Napa Valley extending half the north-south length of the Valley.

This project also gives us an exciting opportunity to be involved in designing and
improving the park from the outset. It is an ideal chance to build leadership skills as
well as hands-on experience.
