12:00  pm – 4:00 pm   Following the Conservancy board meeting there will be a tour of the Jenner Headlands  meeting at Duncans Mills.  Four Wheel drive vehicles are recommended for this tour.

Ocean Song is 70 miles north of the Golden Gate Bridge or North Berkeley.  Allow 90 minutes minimum driving time and extra time for traffic.

Directions to Ocean Song from the San Francisco Area:

· Exit 101 North at East Washington St., Central Petaluma, turn left on Washington St. and continue through Petaluma for 18-20 miles to Valley Ford. 

· At 0.5 mile past Valley Ford turn RIGHT onto Valley Ford –Freestone Rd. The sign says to Occidental.

· Continue until road ends and turn RIGHT onto Bodega Highway.

· At 1.5 miles, enter the left turn lane and turn left onto Bohemian Highway at Freestone.

· Continue on Bohemian Highway 4 miles to Occidental.

· At the STOP sign in Occidental, turn LEFT onto Coleman Valley Rd.

· Go 5.3 miles to Ocean Song

· NOTE: About 2 miles past Occidental make a SHARP RIGHT turn and continue along Coleman Valley Rd., (DO NOT go straight onto Joy Rd.)

· Continue on Coleman Valley Rd., past addresses with numbers out of order and as you come onto the very top of the ridge, turn left at Ocean Song 19100 Coleman Valley Rd.

· Drive down the gravel road .03 mile and park in the designated area by the barn.

Directions to Duncans Mills: go west on Coleman Valley Road from Ocean Song to Highway 1, turn right (north) on Highway 1, drive north, cross the Russian river and turn right on 116 . Take 116 to Duncans Mills, turn right to the DPR office/parking (next to the bakery and post office).
