These areas
will be turned over to pedestrian and bicycle traffic once the tunnel at Devil’s Slide is operational. The grant would
be for purposes of constructing facilities that include ADA-compliant unisex toilets, information kiosks, signs
related to park rules, and trash/recycling containers. Plans, permits, and specifications will also be created by the
grant. These plans, permits and specifications will be for the purpose of constructing connecting trails between
McNee Ranch and Highway 1.

As you are no doubt aware, the opening of the Devil’s Slide Tunnel will likely prompt tens of thousands of new
visitors to come to the San Mateo County coastline. Many will want to enjoy the newly-available walking and
biking area that is the current roadway alignment. San Mateo County graciously offered to manage this
responsibility as a condition of obtaining permits for the tunnel.

In the statement of the Conservancy’s purpose on its website, it states that the Conservancy “helps people get to
coast and bay shores by building trails and stairways and by acquiring land and easements.” This is an instance in
which an entire roadway with a panoramic view is suddenly going to be available for broad public use. Caltrans and
the federal government have made the expenditure of hundreds of millions of dollars that will allow this access. A
few additional and relatively minor improvements will definitely help tens of thousands to “get to the coast.” Thus,
the Conservancy’s grant would be matched and overmatched by other agencies, including the County of San Mateo
itself which will assume a significant new responsibility.

Thank you for your consideration of this grant request. [ hope that you and other members of the Coastal
Conservancy will be in attendance when the road is opened to bicycle and pedestrian traffic. Coastal access is a
fundamental right of all Californians. A Conservancy grant will help San Mateo County turn a longtime dream into
a new reality.
