Working Forest areas will be sustainably
managed for timber according to standards
set by the Forest Stewardship Council (FSC).
These areas will also provide for public
access, protection of rare plant communities
and habitat for special status species,
including anadromous fish; and protection

of the water supply for the Town of Davenport,
which is diverted from San Vicente Creek
downstream of the working forest area.

Restoration Reserves exhibit extraordinary
conservation value, but require considerable
restoration to achieve their full conservation
potential. This is likely to include watershed
restoration treatments to reduce stream
pollution and enhance aquatic habitat; and in
some areas restoration forestry to speed the
acquisition of old growth forest characteristics.
Restoration treatments to mimic natural
disturbance regimes, such as controlled burns,
should also be considered. Public access will
be considered in restoration reserves.
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
