On behalf of The Sea Ranch Association, | would like to take this opportunity to support
Sonoma County Regional Park’s request for $160,000 to complete design, environmental
review, and permitting necessary for the two prosed trail segments on the Kashia Coastal
Reserve and the Stewarts Point Ranch property. This project will add about two miles of
spectacular coastal access to the California Coastal Trail system.

Currently, there is no public access along the six miles of Sonoma County coastline south of
Sonoma County Regional Park’s Black Point Sea Ranch access trail to Salt Point State Park.
The proposed trails will open some spectacular scenery to the public. Perhaps more
importantly, these new trails will help educate the public as to the history and culture of the
Kashia Band of Pomo Indians of the Stewarts Point Rancheria. This project will help offer public
access to a currently inaccessible area while protecting the sensitive coastal environment
without interfering with the Tribe’s ability to practice their cultural and coastal traditions.

The Sea Ranch is a neighbor to the Kashia Rancheria. A number of Tribal members work in and
around the Sea Ranch, and we share a common appreciation of the coastal landscape and
environment. The Sea Ranch philosophy of “living lightly with the land” is in part based on the
historical Kashia commitment to a sustainable environment.

This funding would allow Regional Parks to complete the engineering and environmental work
necessary to get the project “shovel ready,” and encourage the development of additional
funding opportunities.

Redwood Chapter represents some 10,000 members of the Sierra Club, the nation’s largest and oldest
environmental organization, residing in northwestern California. including nearly 5000 in Sonoma County/
Coastal protection and improving opportunities for low impact recreational use have both been among our
top priorities for many years.

We also have a ongoing partnership with Sonoma County Regional Parks, not only in leading many hikes in
park facilities, but in having made a substantial financial contribution to trail construction at Taylor
Mountain Park in Santa Rosa, and helping to recruit volunteers for trail building there.

Redwood Chapter strongly supports Sonoma County Regional Parks’ request for $160,000 to complete the
design, conduct environmental review and secure the permits necessary to build two trail segments; a 1.1
mile trail on the Kashia Coastal Reserve, and a 0.9 mile trail on the Stewarts Point Ranch property. This
project will add approximately 2 spectacular miles west of Highway 1 to the California Coastal Trail

Currently, there is no public access along the six miles of Sonoma County Coast south of Regional Parks’
Black Point Sea Ranch Access Trail to Salt Point State Park. The stunning views from Highway 1 over this
rugged coastline entice visitors to trespass across this scenic and fragile landscape. This project will be
designed to offer barrier-free access to a coastal area that is currently inaccessible to public use, while
protecting coastal grasslands, wetlands, riparian corridor habitat, and cultural resources.

Visitors to this beautiful section of coastline will also have a chance to learn about the history of the Kashia
Band of Pomo Indians of the Stewarts Point Rancheria and to celebrate the restoration of their tribal lands.
The project will not interfere with the ability of the Tribe to practice their cultural and oceanside traditions.

If awarded, this funding would allow Regional Parks to complete the engineering and environmental work,
prepare construction plans and specifications, making the project shovel-ready, and attract additional
funding opportunities. The Conservancy’s funding is an essential component in getting the trail built.
